The slowdown in the US economy hasn’t deterred DCHA Section 8 clients who are
working to make their dreams become reality.

Congratulations are in order for three families who purchased homes recently. One of
the families worked with Habitat for Humanity, a program which requires the family to
volunteer a specific number of “sweat equity” hours to build their home. Other fami-
lies worked with licensed realtors to find a home within their budgets. Two families
are currently searching and DCHA plans at least four to five additional home closings
this year.

Representatives from
NP Dodge explained the “First —=Time Buyer Tax Credit” program, which is part of the
government’s stimulus program (see below).

AMERICAN RECOVERY AND REINVESTMENT
ACT ALLOWS FOR FIRST-TIME HOMEBUYER
TAX CREDIT

$8,000 Homebuyer Tax Credit at a Glance

A “First-Time Homebuyer” is defined as a person who has not owned a home for the
past three years.

The tax credit is equal to 10% of the home’s purchase price up to $8,000.

The credit is available for homes purchased on or after January 1 and before Decem-
ber 1, 20009.

Homebuyers may purchase any new or existing single dwelling home including con-
dos and townhomes.

The tax credit does not have to be repaid if the home isn’t sold within three years of
purchase.

The tax credit is “refundable” or claimable for the year of purchase regardless of the
homebuyer’s tax liability.

Single taxpayers with incomes up to $75,000 and married couples with incomes up to
$150,000 qualify for the full tax credit.
